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Dealer Advice re Aurora RABS Traffic Rearrangements from 
November 2004 – February 2005  

 
Professional Decoders 

 

Optus advises there will be a number of rearrangements to some Aurora broadcast services over the 
period November 2004 – January 2005 which are detailed below. 

In preparation for the major reconfiguration on the night of 31 January 2005, some service changes 
will be made in advance to ensure end users experience minimum inconvenience during this 
reconfiguration. These service changes are specified in Phase 1 below. 

The major reconfiguration of the system will occur on 31 January 2005. The details of this 
configuration are specified in Phase 2 below. 

 

Phase 1. Period 1 November 2004 – 31 January 2005. 

Dual feeding of the SBS SA, SBS Q and Seven Central services will be provided during between 1 
November 2004 and 31 January 2005. During the dual feed period these services will be receivable 
using either the existing or new channel service parameters listed below. 

 Professional decoders must be retuned during this period and the information for retuning these 
decoders for the affected services is outlined in Table 1. 

  

Dual feeding of the ABC SE, ABC Q, ABC SA, ABC NT services will be provided between 1 
November 2004 and 31 January 2005. Professional decoders used for these ABC services must also 
be retuned during this period and information for retuning to receive these services is outlined in 
Table 2. Note that between 1 November 2004 and 31 January 2005 service names will not appear 
on re-tuned professional decoders receiving these ABC services. Service Id numbers will confirm 
correct operation on the new frequency. From 1 February 2005 Service Names on re-tuned ABC 
decoders will automatically appear. 

Please note the ABC WA service will not be affected by these changes.
